Plans to dig a road tunnel, near the ancient monument site of Stonehenge in Salisbury, have been 
approved by the Transport Secretary, Grant Shapps. A two-mile tunnel out of sight of the 
monument will be built even though it went against the recommendations of planning officials. It 
is estimated that the tunnel will cost £1.7 billion to create.
