Next term our science topic is “Animals including Humans” and as part of this we will be visiting Hoo Zoo.

If your child is entitled to Pupil Premium funding, the school will provide the voluntary contribution, but can 
you please still go online and tick the consent box. 
 

Children will need to wear comfortable trousers and footwear (wellington boots if possible) and their school 
jumper or cardigan. A waterproof /warm coat would be advisable, please check the weather forecast the 
morning of the visit. It is important that you ensure you speak to the class teacher if your child has any 
animal allergies.
